TEAM HONG KONG READY TO ROLL IN KOREA 

 
For the first time in Hong Kong history an inline hockey team will join other Hong Kong 
roller sport athletes to compete in the 11th Asian Roller Sports Championship as Team 
Hong Kong in Jeonju, Korea May 10th to 15th. 
 
There are currently a number of new sports vying for attention on the Olympic stage. One 
such new sport is termed Roller Sports, which has several disciplines, Inline Hockey 
being one of them.  The other disciplines are speed and artistic skating and quad hockey.  
Hong Kong will be sending four athletes to Korea to compete in the speed skating 
discipline along with a men’s team for the relatively new sport of inline hockey.  Popular 
in the Americas and Europe for many years, inline hockey is now growing very quickly 
across Asia and Pacific as well. 

   
Inline hockey is being introduced to the Indoor Asian Games in Macau in 2007 and is 
already a feature of the Pan American games and other continental level events. The FIRS 
World Inline Hockey Championships held each year are extremely exciting with all the 
top national teams in the world competing.  Hong Kong hopes to compete at this level 
within a very few years.  The rules of the game promote speed, agility and team strategy.  
This allows our Asian inline hockey players to compete more equally with the more 
established countries whose athletes tend to be size XL !  

 
The Hong Kong Federation of Roller Sports and the Hong Kong, China Inline Hockey 
Association formally joined together in November 2004 with a view to promote the 
various roller sports activities. Fifteen athletes representing Hong Kong will travel to 
Jeonju, Korea for the 11th Asian Roller Sports Championships from May 10th to 15th.  
They will compete in speed skating and inline hockey disciplines.  This growing 
representation of Hong Kong teams at the Asian Championships is establishing Hong 
Kong as a formidable presence in high level Roller Sports. 
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Inline hockey has been growing at an exciting rate here in Hong Kong.  Over the last four to five years, the 
Hong Kong Federation of Roller Sports, the Hong Kong, China Inline Hockey Association and the YMCA 
of Hong Kong have led the way and they are paving the way for new groups to get established and 
promote these healthy and exciting sports. 

 
Moreover, Hong Kong is no stranger to organizing top level International tournaments.  The Hong Kong 
Inline Cup has been hosted at the YMCA of Hong Kong Kings Park Centenary Centre in Yau Ma Tei for 
the last four years.  Now in its fifth year the Hong Kong Inline Cup is the largest International event of its 
kind currently in the Asia Pacific region.  The event held every November attracted thirty-six teams in 
2004 with over five hundred athletes (both junior and senior) from eight different countries traveling to 
our city.  Countries sending teams included Hong Kong, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Korea, Philippines, 
Great Britain, Canada and Australia.  This event has grown at an incredible rate and already this year is set 
to add teams from the USA and New Zealand to the list, possibly more. Organizers believe that the 2005 
Hong Kong Inline Cup will involve some forty to fifty teams from nine or ten countries making this one of 
the largest amateur sporting events held annually in Hong Kong. 

  
With this level of commitment, credibility and success in developing the sport of inline hockey, the Hong 
Kong Federation of Roller Sports was pleased to challenge the Hong Kong, China Inline Hockey 
Association to form and train Team Hong Kong Inline Hockey to a level to compete in International 
events such as the upcoming Asian Roller Sports Championships.  Team Hong Kong men’s team will 
compete against Japan, Korea, Iran and Chinese Taipei in what is sure to be a very fast paced and 
competitive week of hockey. 

 
The speed skating and inline hockey athletes have been training hard for the Asian Championships over the 
last few months.  To send them off with all our best wishes for success in Korea, a “Send-off Event” will be 
held at YMCA King’s Park Centenary Centre, 22 Gascoigne Road at 9:30 p.m. on Tuesday May 3rd.  The
